THAT’S A DAHLIA?
The next dahlia in this series is the PEONY dahlia.

Definition of peony: At least two, but not more then five rows of ray florets (petals) surround the disc. They are broad, gener-
ally flat to slightly cupped and evenly spaced in a flat plane. They are equal or nearly equal in length from the bloom face to
the back, not recurving or reflexing to the stem. Those adjacent to the disc may be twisted or curled but should be symmetri-
cally arranged around the disc. The disc florets show zero to two rows of pollen.

Peony dahlias vary in size from very small to medium size blooms. They make great fillers in bouquets.
